2) Apologies

3) New Members

4) Agreed Projects 2011/12

The Committee discussed various projects and agreed to progress the following:

a) Schools Careers Forum

b) The SRA’s Work Based Learning Pilot Project. The Committee would ask the SRA to send an officer to explain the outcome of the consultation. BG said a committee member should write up the outcomes and discussion for the BLS website and a short update for the Bulletin to keep members engaged. This was agreed.

c) The Education and Training Review by the Regulatory Bodies.

5) BLS Committees and direction

6) SRA review of CPD

This is a new proposed review which will commence in November. GR said she did not have much information on this as yet. NR explained how CPD works for ILEX so that wider areas of subject topics or specialisms were encouraged by the CPD process. The Committee and GR said they were interested to be involved in the review.

7) BTSS/JLD

SG fed back on discussions within these forums. Agencies involvement with obtaining training contracts for post LPC students for payment was again raised but SG said this had not been further followed up by BTSS/JLD and that there was not concrete evidence to assist. There was a discussion about the LPC and training contracts. It was agreed that these areas required more time for discussion. There would be an agenda item on the next meeting’s agenda.
